Tables (refer with: Tab. 1, Tab. 2, ...) should be presented as part of the text, but in such a way as to avoid confusion with the text. A descriptive title should be placed above each table. Units in tables should be given in square brackets [meV].

SI Units. (International System of Units) should be used for this journal. Imperial, US customary and other units should be converted to SI units whenever possible before submission of a manuscript to the journal.
Macros. Do not use any macros for the figures and tables. (We will not be able to convert such papers into our system).
Language. All text, figures and tables must be in English.

Figures. (Use the Microsoft Word template style: “ams figure and table caption”)
